The last twelve months began
spectacularly with confirmation of our
Outstanding status from Ofsted. This
was shortly followed by the award of
IIP Gold and our college being placed
in the top 75 employers in the public
sector. We have also received the
Highly Commended Beacon Award for
Leadership in the curriculum.

Department of Sport, Tourism and Health

‘Outstanding’. That was the judgment
made by Ofsted on our sport, leisure and
tourism provision.

First year Sport students are involved in
the Sports Leaders Award and second

year students are working towards their
Higher Sports Leaders Award. This has
involved students engaging in a variety of
volunteering and leadership activities such
as 'Sports Ability’, an event for disabled
sports people, the Blackpool Athletics
Festival, European Beach Volleyball
Championships and the North of England
Badminton Championships. All of this

is in addition to their studies and the
volunteering that many do at local primary
and secondary schools and local sports clubs.

Aspiration to enter higher education and
study sport is high and students have been
involved in visits to Leeds Metropolitan
University and Liverpool John Moores.

At each the students got a real insight

into university life by being involved with
practical and theoretical lectures as well as
experiencing the great facilities available.

Once again it has been a very busy year for
our Travel and Tourism students. All second
year students have completed a two week
work placement which has given them a
real life experience of working in the travel

of a nationwide competition, Start Up: Travel
and Tourism, giving them £1000 to start their
own business

and tourism industry. Placements included
work on a Celebrity Cruises’ world cruise,
Blackpool Zoo, The Big Blue, Imperial and
Hilton Hotels, The Sealife Centre, Carla Gran
and Marton Mere. Bringing the Travel and
Tourism curriculum to life greatly enhances
our students’ experiences. This has been
achieved both in the classroom and
through guest speakers and educational
visits. This year we have included visits

to Alton Towers and Blackpool Zoo and
residentials to Belfast and The Costa Brava.

In Health and Social Care, one of the
focuses for this year has been the social
issues that affect people in Blackpool, Fylde
and Wyre and how these are being dealt
with. BTEC Health and Social Care students
visited Homestart to see first hand how
social challenges are being met. There have
also been guest speakers from the Awaken
project’and the Domestic Violence Unit.

All Health and Social Care and Childcare
students have been actively involved

in two careers conferences organised
by staff and students and held at the
Sixth Form. Students gained an insight
into some careers through workshops
by a radiographer and by staff from
Highfurlong School.

Our students’ work experience has
included placements in organisations such
as care homes, Surestart Centres, Blackpool
courts and various primary schools. All
BTEC Health and Social Care students are
currently working towards achieving the

national 'V Award’ by engaging in various
volunteering projects and placements.

All our academies aim to
nurture established players and identify
new talent, providing players with
quality coaching and opportunities
whilst pursuing a first class education.
All players are following a full time study
programmme on BTEC, AS/A2

or foundation courses. The sessions

are aimed to fit around a busy
educational timetable.

Basketball Academy

This was the eighth year of the Blackpool
Sixth Form Basketball Academy. Both the
boys’ and the girls’ sections are getting
stronger each year. The boys came second
in the North West section of the English
Schools’ competition. A good achievement
which qualified them for the national
quarter finals in Loughborough. They also
performed well in the new North West
Colleges’ League, managing to beat teams
from Cardinal Newman, Preston, Holycross,
Bury,and Oldham. Impressive results also
came at the British Colleges’ tournament

in Manchester. Here they brushed aside

St. Mary’s Blackburn, Winstanley, Cardinal
Newman and Preston College just losing
out to Stockport in the grand final. The girls,
in their fifth year as a team, were runners
up in the British Colleges’ North West
competition. They defeated teams from
Barrow Sixth Form College and Preston
College. Their campaign in the English
Schools’ Basketball competition was also
successful. They were third in the North
West. This added to their four previous
North West Championship crowns. A great
achievement for a team full of new players.

Coaches Steve Legge and Greg Slater have
delivered ‘Gifted and Talented’ Basketball
sessions to a number of Blackpool's
secondary schools this year. Talented year
1 students from our feeder schools will be

asked to train with the Academy players
over the summer term. Our students
have also had the opportunity to teach
basketball in primary schools this year.



Rugby Union Academy

The Rugby Union academy started the
season with a completely fresh squad of
lower sixth players and competed well in
both the British Colleges’ League and Cup.
They were victorious in the first ever Fylde
Floodlit Tournament, beating local rivals
Amold and Lytham College. They also sent
arecord number of players to the British
Colleges’ North West Rugby Trials, with lower
sixth student James Hampton making it all
the way to representing the North of England
at England trials at Hartbury College.

The Blackpool Sixth Form Rugby League
Academy was formed mid way through

the academic year, spearheaded by coach
Joe Connell. The team has great strength

in depth with a variety of talent including
England Under 18's winger Joe Bullock. In
their trial year they have successfully beaten
Blackpool and the Fylde College on three
occasions, as well as many other successful
rugby league academies throughout the
North West. The Sixth Form also claimed
runners up in the Blackpool Panthers rugby
league 9's competition.

The future of both rugby academies is
looking very bright due to the retention of
players for next year,and the quality of new
players that will be arriving at the college.
The aim for next season is to be competitive
in both league and union teams as well as
forming the eagerly anticipated Women’s
Academy.

Netball
Academy

Blackpool Sixth Form Netball Academy

is open to players of all standards. This
season started well and matches were well
contested from the outset. The team were
involved in the British Colleges Tournament
where they narrowly missed gaining a
quarter final place. Early in 2010 saw the
beginning of the National Schools’and
Colleges’ Competition in Leyland. Here the
team competed very well against tough
opposition and managed to attain a very
creditable fifth place.

Over the year players have had the
opportunity to participate in eight hours of
netball related activities including work on
skills, tactics, fitness, match play,and match
analysis. All students have the opportunity
to develop their own personal performance.
There is a real club feeling to the academy
with a real friendly atmosphere where
everyone regardless of experience or ability,
is valued.

This year students were also encouraged

to be involved in coaching and umpiring
opportunities, they attended an England
Netball Beginners Course gaining an award
along the way.

The academy is strongly linked to Blackpool's
Netball Development Programme. Many
players who have been coached in the
Blackpool and Fylde Netball League choose to
attend Blackpool Sixth Form to continue their
netball education.

Every week, all our other Blackpool Sixth
Form sports teams compete against other
colleges throughout the North West and
in some cases nationally. We regularly
field three male football teams and one
ladies’ football team who play in the British
Colleges’ North West League. Our Mixed

teams regularly compete in local and
regional competitions.

Our recreational activities have also seen
some new activities on offer including:

Resources

The Learning Resources department
provides the facilities and staff to

support and assist all students with their
independent directed study. This year has
seen the opening of the new FYi Express
facility on the ground floor of the Medlock
building. The FYi Express is open and
fully staffed from 8am-4.30pm allowing
students to check their emails, print

out work and to work collaboratively in
groups. We also run daily ‘brain-building’
activities in the Express with prizes for the
winning teams. If they prefer, students
can use the FYi Express to read the

daily newspapers and catch up with
current events.

The Big Read Book Club continues to
flourish and now takes place twice a
week. The lively meetings provide the
opportunity to read, debate and analyse a
range of books including ‘The Shining’, The
Road’and ‘Nineteen-Eighty Four’. The staff
and students involved find book club to be
a great opportunity to explore books they
would not normally choose to read.

Other events we have hosted this year
include the question time debate back in
December. This brought together local
representatives from the main political
parties and religious groups in a lively
debate on a number of burning issues both
local and national.

Gifted & Talented

Blackpool Sixth has been running an
extensive programme for its gifted and
talented students for the past four years.
This has provided students with an
exciting range of opportunities to support

their academic and personal development.

Gifted and talented students study AS and
A Level Critical Thinking, receive specialist
support for applications to Oxford and
Cambridge Universities, have access to
specialist work placements as well as

the opportunity to study for the AQA
Baccalaureate and Extended

Project Qualifications.

This year four students gained places
at Oxford and Cambridge, supported in
their preparations through specialist
consultancy advice, mock interview
preparation and group presentations.

Interest in the Extended Project
Qualification continues to grow strongly
with sixty-one upper sixth students
having completed a project this year, with
a further eighty lower sixth students
already researching their chosen topics for
submission next year. They have to present
their findings and submit either a detailed
report, or submit a physical artefact.

The latter was exemplified by three
students producing their own fashion
show, designing their own clothes and
soft furnishings. Students in Psychology
conducted experiments in primary schools
investigating introverted and extroverted
behaviour, whereas science based

students researched topics ranging from
coronary heart disease to the treatment
and diagnosis of malignant melanoma.
Economics students investigated the
impact of the growth of the Chinese
economy on the UK, with another
researching Hitler’s economic policies,
culminating in the successful completion
of a questionnaire with a German high
school.

Twenty-nine students have also taken

the AQA Baccalaureate qualification,
including a minimum of 100 hours of
work related experience, community
support and personal development. They
have work shadowed medical staff at the
Victoria Hospital, participated in exciting
engineering projects at BAE Systems,
coached basketball, hockey and football at
local high schools, helped produce the Sixth
Form magazine and got involved in peer
mentoring year 11 students at local high
schools in GCSE Maths and English.

The Admissions, Liaison and Marketing
team continued to develop exciting new
initiatives in 2009-10, broadening our
work with partner high schools and other
organisations.

One such new venture came in September

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Our excellent new facilities such as the
new Medlock building with its Visual Arts
and Media studio have been the focal point
of many visits from different groups of staff
and students from local secondary schools.

This event also
marked the Sixth Form’s 215t birthday and
was a great opportunity to welcome a wide
range of visitors from the local business
and educational communities to see just
how much is happening in our college.

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A Year of Eco Action

2009 - 10 has been an excellent year for
the Eco Action team and for sustainable

This summer saw the completion of our
exciting two-year project with a school in
Izmir, Turkey, focusing on climate change.
After a very successful and enjoyable visit
to Turkey in July 2009, we held the return
part of the exchange in April.

The centrepiece of the visit was EcoFest,
the first environmental festival ever to

be held in Blackpool. The Turkish visitors
helped out and organisations such as the
Solaris Centre, Blackpool Council, Oxfam,
Animal Aid, the Blackpool Circus school
and the friends of Stanley Park all pitched
in. Particular thanks go to ClIr Peter Collins
of Park Ward who made the event possible
with some council funding.

Throughout the year, the Eco Action group
campaigned for our government to take

a strong stand on climate change. In the
run up to the UN Climate Conference in
Copenhagen, the group sent a petition to
the government via Blackpool South MP,
Gordon Marsden. A further surprise for the
group was the visit of Secretary of State for
Energy and Climate Change, Ed Miliband, to
the Sixth Form in May. He held a question
and answer session with students focusing
on environmental policies.

During all of this campaigning the group
has not lost sight of its primary aims of
making the Sixth Form as green as possible.
Tree-planting, recycling and cutting paper
waste have been key activities and have
been rewarded by a 13% cut in the college’s
carbon footprint.

We look forward to 2010-11 with the
promise of further international links, a
major campaign against deforestation and
a bigger and even better EcoFest!
